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EFI FUEL PRESSURE SAFETY SWITCH 
The Nitrous Outlet Fuel Pressure Safety Switch is designed to protect your engine from fuel pump failure. It is pre-set at 35 PSI however it is adjustable in a range of 25-60 PSI. To adjust, remove rubber plug from the top of switch. Insert the proper hex wrench, turn clockwise to increase set point, counterclockwise to decrease the setting. A fuel pressure gauge must be used for accurate adjustments. The manifold (blue or black), should be directly attached to the fuel solenoid or fuel rail with the fuel supply line attached to this manifold.  Make sure to follow electrical diagram below. 
TESTING SAFETY SWITCH: 

With the nitrous bottle “off” turn the nitrous system arming switch “on”. Test the system by “clicking” the nitrous activation switch, if your wiring is correct nothing should happen. Now turn “on” the fuel pump, “click” the nitrous switch again, the solenoids should “click (be careful not to flood the engine with fuel, one short click should tell you if it is working.) The electrical diagram should be followed exactly for the proper operation of this devise. 
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**Note: Follow the wiring diagram exactly, this is a low amperage switch and is not designed to carry the full amp load of the solenoids.
